Present Progressive

Das Simple Present
wird benutzt zur Darstellung

» einer regelmafig wiederkehrenden Handlung
oder einer Gewohnheit
Adverbien der Haufigkeit
> always, often, sometimes, etc.

» einer Handlungskette

» dauerhafte Vorgange, zeitlose Tatsachen,
typische Eigenschaften

Keine Verlaufsform oder selten in der

Verlaufsform benutzt:

» feel, hear, smell etc. (Sinneswahrnehmung)

» believe, think, know etc. (Meinung, Vermutung,
Wissen)

» like, love, hate etc. (Vorliebe, Abneigung).

Simple Present dann, wenn der Zustand und nicht
die aktive Tatigkeit gemeint ist.

Das Present Progressive
bezieht sich auf Vorgange und Handlungen,

» die gerade (im Moment des Sprechens) ablaufen
und / oder noch nicht abgeschlossen sind
2 Verlaufsform,
Zeitadverbien
= now, at the moment, today etc.

Bedeutungswechsel

to have = haben /besitzen
Boris has a nice house in Mayfair.

to do = tun, ausiben, z. B. als Arbeit
What do you do to earn your living?

to think = denken, meinen, glauben
What do you think about girls playing football?

to have = gerade etwas bekommen, zu sich nehmen
Theresa is having a baby.
Nigel is having breakfast.

to do = gerade etwas tun, machen etc.
David is doing his homework at the moment.

to think = nachdenken
Boris is thinking about buying a castle in Kent.

Weitere Beispiele

Theresa plays volleyball in her school team.

Boris usually reads the newspaper when he has
breakfast.

Nigel always takes his motorbike to go to work.

David often has lunch in the cafeteria.

Lisa rarely goes out for a walk.

It is Saturday afternoon. Theresa is playing with her
team against Milford Grammar School.

Itis 7 o'clock in the morning. At the moment Boris is
not reading the newspaper because his wife is
talking to him.

Today he is taking the bus because the motorbike
has a breakdown.

But today he is having fish and chips in a chippie.

This afternoon she is walking the dog.
